Code Compliance Questions & Answers 
 

Q: How do I make a complaint and have Code Compliance investigate? 

A: Call 3-1-1 or use the 311 app. Describe the situation you observe and provide an 
address. It’s best to specify if the violation is more likely to occur at certain times 
of the day or during the week. 

 

Q: What does the County do about graffiti? 

A: Call 3-1-1 and report the location. It will be painted over as soon as possible. 
 

Q: Who takes care of vehicles, trailers, or boats abandoned in the street? 

A: Please call the non-emergency number at the Sheriff’s Office at 407-836-4357.
